 HOW TO PREPARE FOR GEOCACHING:

There are certain things to think about when you go into the woods. You want to be safe, have fun and learn something new. Each class will be a different adventure. Please be certain you are prepared for the class! 

1. Class is in the evening, so eat a light snack or meal before coming to class.

2. Meet your instructors, Lori Berard and Kim Proal at the OCYL entrance at the beginning of class time. 5:30 PM sharp! If you are late, the class may have already moved outside on the trails.


3.  Wear proper shoes. Hiking shoes or sneakers are best. Nothing open toe, no sandals and no flip-flops.

4. You may want to wear long pants. There are thorns, poison ivy and ticks in the woods.

5. Bring a bottle of water!

6. Wear bugspray and sunscreen.

7. Bring some Trade-ables! Some caches contain little trinkets (old McD toys, marbles, pins etc.) The point is to take something if you would like but to always leave something of equal or greater value in its place.

8. Always check for ticks after walking in the woods!
9. The instructors will have parent contact information with them. Please be sure they have the correct number in case they need to reach you on the day of the class.     
10. Please be on time to pick up your child at 7:00 PM. Arriving a few minutes early is best in case your child is worn out!
